What can we learn from John’s emphasis on "belief" as an active response, rather than

just intellectual assent?

Challenge: Read through the Gospel of John in one sitting! If you did it - how did it

grow your understanding of its message? What are some recurring "melodies" or
themes you’ve noticed in the Gospel of John?

Discuss the difference between the facts (noticia), assent (assensus), and true saving
faith (fiducia).
