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1. Politics Pre-sermon: Discuss these 4 principles and talk about what it means to 

keep our identity as Christians first in political choices:  

• Steward the opportunity you have been given to vote (1 Peter 2:16-17)  
• Think through the issues and vote based on God’s commands and on your 

conscience (Rom. 14:12) 
• Don’t turn people who vote differently into your  enemies (John 4:35) 
• Don’t place your trust in people, but entrust yourself to the King of the Universe 

(Psa. 146:3; Phil 1:27, 3:20)
