3. Discuss how Jesus can claim that the entire Old Testament bears witness to Him (vs. 39)

“Uf the purpose of scripture is to guide men to the Lord, and if the only way to the Lord is through the redemption
of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the revelation of Christ should be the grand and predominant theme of the Scripture.
Indeed, it is. All revealed truth, in one way or another, relates to and is ultimately defined by the central truth of the
Messiah, the Christ, the anointed.

...Understanding the Old Testament is impossible withont reference to Christ. He is the key that unlocks all the
mysteries of the Old Testament. This is not speculation; This is the teaching of the New Testament, both by direct
Statement and by example.”

Beware of trusting in head knowledge.
