3. How should Jesus’ words, "Go, and from now on sin no more," shape our view of 

grace and repentance? 

 

4. How can this passage encourage someone struggling with guilt and shame over 

past sin? 

 

Talk through the three gospel realities in this story:  

 

• Jesus sees people for who they are (also read Luke 7:36-50 and discuss the parallels to this 

story in John 8)  

 

 

• Jesus came to save, not condemn (also read John 3:16-21 and 1 Cor. 6:9-11)
